2 iz I read this Sunday’s Gospel briefly, I am a bit bemused. It is so strange because these two disciples were the followers

of Jesus for at least a few years. In addition, all the Evangelists recounted that there were no differences between Jesus’ body
before and after His Resurrection, evidently with the same height, physique, and the nail holes in his hands and feet, as well as
the lance wound that pierced his side...Nonetheless, how on earth did they not recognize Him? What kept their eyes from
recognizing Him?

But then again, as I read it a little more carefully, and took some time to reflect, I recognized the two reasons that St. Luke
made clear of why they do not recognize Him:

e Firstly, they DO NOT UNDERSTAND SCRIPTURE. “Oh, how foolish you are!”
e Secondly, they are SLOW TO BELIEVE: “How slow of heart to believe all that the prophets spoke!”

The reason they did not understand the Scripture is not because they were not taught, or no one explained it to them. There
were countless times when Jesus taught, told the Scripture, and revealed to them about His mission and His death.

e “Behold, we are going up to Jerusalem and everything written by the prophets about the Son of Man will be fulfilled.
He will be handed over to the Gentiles and he will be mocked and insulted and spat upon, and after they have
scourged him they will kill Him, but on the third day He will rise.” (Lk 18: 31-33).

o “These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still with you, that everything written about me in the law of
Moses and in the Prophets and Psalms must be fulfilled.” Then he opened their minds to understand the Scriptures (Lk
24:44-45).

These two disciples have been informed, and the Lord has revealed about His passion and resurrection. Even though they have
also heard the prophets prophesied about the Savior in the Temples/Synagogues, they still do not understand the Scripture and
still are slow to believe. For that reason, the first thing Jesus did after the Resurrection, He enlightened and explained the
Scripture to them. And since He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures, their hearts burning within them...their eyes
were opened and they recognized Him. That is to say, as a result of learning the Scripture, the faith of the two disciples was
reinforced, and they became resilient.

My dear friends, through the Gospel for the Third Sunday
of Easter,'the. Chgrch emphgsized reading.and studying What Prevented Them
Scripture is vital in our spiritual growth/faith. If we are r R izi
ignorant of Scripture, St. Jerome asserted, we are ignorant rom iRecognizing
of the Risen Christ! Him?

If in the past, the faith in the Risen Christ of the two
disciples on the road to Emmaus and the apostles were
strengthened and reinforced by their knowledge of the
Scripture. In our day, we should make every effort to read,
study, and meditate on the Scripture, so that our faith in the
Risen Christ will be more resilient, rooted, and stout. Here
are some ways we can strengthen our faith:

e Please do your best to read the Scripture every day.
5-10 minutes each day is sufficient and doable.

e Prior to going to church and attending Mass, and
even before attending Mass via livestream, please
take time to read through the readings, and
meditations on these websites: www.catholic.com;
www.usccb.org; www.ewtn.org; www.catholic.com;
https://catholicreadings.org/

e Before going to bed, family members should gather
in front of the altar, or even in the living room, to
take turns to read a Gospel passage for the whole
family to listen, preferably reading the Gospel of the
next day.

o As you read the Scripture, if you come across
something that you do not understand or bewilders
you, take note of it, then email to ask priests and
consecrated men/women about this... Questioning
helps you learn, there is nothing to be embarrassed
about!
